MABS (Evening) 

 

The 2-year MABS program is an evening college with classes on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday from 6 

p.m. to 8 p.m. for working professionals and church leaders who want to be trained biblically to impact the 

church and society. The primary goal of this program is to "Impact the Knowledge of Truth." The medium of 

instruction is English.  

 

Purpose 

The MABS program is designed to provide training in biblical theology, church history, socio-religious 

realities, and ministerial skills to equip them as transformational leaders for the local churches in India 

fulfilling the great commission. 

 

Vision 

The vision is to see Christ-like transformational leaders who are able to think and act biblically, make 

disciples, mobilize, equip, and serve people in the marketplace and local churches for the mission of God. 

 

Admission Requirements 

a) Candidates must have completed 12 years of formal education or its equivalent. 

b) Candidates should hold a three-year B.Th. (ATA/SSC) or a university degree. 

c) Candidates who have earned a B.Th. degree from an unrecognised program must appear and effectively 

clear a qualifying examination comprised of three papers in Biblical Studies, Theology, and Christian 

Ministry. 

d) In order to comprehend lectures, complete assignments, and take examinations, English language 

proficiency is required. 

e) The applicant must be a church member and present a letter of reference from the pastor. 

f) The applicant must be involved in ministry and have a witnessing life.  

 

Application and Registration 

a) The prospectus and application form can be obtained for Rs. 500. 

b) Applicants should submit their completed application forms and appropriate copies of their certificates to 

the Principal, HBI, Chennai. 

c) Admissions are open all days of the year. 

d) An applicant is given provisional admission based on the verification of their certificates. 

e) The program is for two years. 

f) Selected candidates will be required to register by paying the necessary fees. 
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g) After registering, a candidate will receive a registration number and have five years from the year of 

registration to complete the course. A one-year extension is considered if there is an adequate explanation 

and payment of the ongoing costs. 

 

MABS (Online) 

 

To make biblical education easily accessible for all the working professionals who desire to be trained 

biblically to impact their communities, HBI & College is also offering MABS as an online course. The 

students can access the course from anywhere at any time on any device. All that is needed is a computer or a 

laptop with a good, high speed internet connection. The online program is a well-framed biblical study that 

will help the students gain a deep understanding of integral biblical foundations and detailed knowledge of 

the Old and New Testaments.
